I can only assure all members that UNISON will always communicate to its members honestly and frankly about all issues that affect them at work.  We will never scaremonger as that is not the way we work unless there is a good reason to do so.

UNISON will continue to work hard in the best interests of its members throughout the BG Group and we will work with the company to ensure that members can look forward with some certainty that they have a future working for this company.  Indeed in many respects there are some exciting new developments that should lead to the creation of new opportunities for UNISON’s members in British Gas.  UNISON will be doing all it can to make sure that UNISON members remain in the forefront of the company’s mind when it plans for the future.
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
